Ensure that the variety of each exhibit is noted on the exhibit card when the item is received at the Fair.

Vegetables should be uniform in size, shape and colour and free from blemishes. Their colour should be bright and
attractive. Long keeping vegetables should be firm and mature. Cabbage and similar vegetables should be properly trimmed
(do not over-trim) and do not enter vegetables past their prime.

Wash all root vegetables free from soil (do not scrub or buff roots). Leave the stems on as specified.
It is essential to have the correct number, size and lengths of vegetables on the plate as specified.
In classes where there is not a minimum of three different exhibitors, exhibits will be judged with a comparable class.
